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Pseudo Sequence Numbers – if there is no +4 match move zeros “0000” to the pseudo sequence number.
Footnotes – footnotes are for +4 matching and DPV, do not use footnotes for Early Warning System (EWS) matches.

Double # - when you are trying to match to an address that contains double pound signs. EX: 123 Main Street #123 #456

If you match to either of the secondary address information in DPV, you will return “Y”.

Flags – F1 – Military G1 – General Delivery U1 – Unique, once you have made a +4 match, move spaces to all other flags in the CASS test.

Cycle J – Optional Matching to an inexact magnet record using DPV.

The use of the No Stat table is optional for DPV users.

The new abbreviated aliases will be tested. Software can return the street name or the abbreviated alias.
